the   Screening Coordinator (a police check needed for some positions).Tom Somerville 
ascertained that Sharbot Lake supported us in having the Service Under the Trees again in

6.a)  Barrie Curtis, Rectorôs Warden gave the Maberly/Lanark 2014 Financial Report.   
The Income total was $59,761. about $5,000. more than had been budgeted and the expenses 
$64,086. giving us an operating deficit for 2014 of $4,325. considerably less than projected.  It 
is expected that our Fair Share to pay for expenses of the Diocese will increase in 2016 due to 
the bequests that have been received.  The report was accepted on a motion by Barrie Curtis 
seconded by Bill MacPherson. 
 
6.b) Barrie presented the budget for 2014.  Estimating income and examining Shared and 
Direct costs, a deficit of $9,635. is projected in the operating budget.  The balances of the 
following funds are: Capital $38,448., Memorial $76,742. and Building $3,319. These monies 
are easy to access if a need arises but monies from the sale of rectories,  held by the Diocese,  
are hard to access.  The budget was approved on a motion by Barrie Curtis and seconded by 
Colin Sangster.
